Popcorn Responses:	What is the internet used for?

The internet is just like going to the store, park, or a walk around the neighborhood, only we cannot communicate face-to-face. Just like everywhere else, there are people we know and Don’t Knows on the internet. Since we cannot see the other person, it is hard to know if the other person is really who they say they are. For instance, If a man walks up to you on the street and says, “I’m a ten-year-old girl,” you can see the man is lying. However, if you are chatting on the internet, how can you know for sure?

Safety Quiz Show

The first team to raise their hand will have a chance to answer the question. The team that answers correctly gets a point. If the group gets the answer wrong, move to the next group.

Each group is going to draw a picture of a Cyber Snake and write what that person is wanted for. 
	Example: Cyber Bully Bart is wanted for posting mean messages about a classmate.
Pass out Wanted Poster supplies.
Have groups present their Wanted Poster (Be sure to include the Internet Safety Hot Tip! everyone should follow to be safe from the person described on the Wanted Poster)
